Code of Conduct  
 

All Panthers Football Applicants and Parents / Guardians must read and sign.  
 
In order for our program to teach and communicate good sportsmanship and provide a positive educational 
environment for our youth, it is imperative that coaches, players, parents, and spectators adhere to strict behavior 
policies.  The goal of the Panthers Football program is to provide a positive, healthy, and competitive environment 
for our children and to eliminate unruly behavior by coaches, players, parents, and spectators. 
   

Required behavior for Coaches / Players / Parents / Spectators: 
 

1) Display good sportsmanship at all times. LEAD BY EXAMPLE. 
2) Provide positive comments for good play and effort. 
3) Encourage players to be good winners and accept losses with good sportsmanship. SHOW RESPECT 

FOR THE GAME. 
4) Always be cognizant that this is YOUTH sports and the game is for the children and NOT for the adults. 
5) Encourage love of the game, respect for the game officials and competitors, and teach sound 

fundamentals and technique for skill growth. 
 
 

Prohibited behavior for Coaches / Players / Parents / Spectators: 
 

1) Any un-sportsmanlike comments or behavior.  
2) Any harassing of, Referees, Game Officials, Panther board members or AYL Officials. 
3) Any harassing of opposing club / team coaches and spectators or Panthers coaches and spectators. 
4) Any use of profanity. 
5) Being under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs. 
6) Any physical and / or verbal threats to anyone in attendance. 
7) Any direct OR indirect criticism of opposing club / team, Panthers coaches or spectators, Referees, 

Game Officials, Panther board members or AYL Officials. 
 
All Head and Assistant Coaches are responsible for enforcing these Code of Conduct rules. The Head Coach is 
ultimately responsible for the actions of their respective sidelines. Any display of un-sportsmanlike behavior on 
behalf of a Player / Coach / Parent / Spectator will result in an ejection and suspension of the Head Coach from the 
next regular season or playoff game.  A second ejection in the same season will result in the Head Coach’s 
disqualification from all future regular season and playoff games.

Please choose a volunteer activity on 
your application. The Panthers are always looking for responsible, committed coaches, and volunteers. No 
experience necessary!  Excellent opportunity for High School Service Hours!   Rather than complain and criticize – 
volunteer your time to your child’s team or to the Panther organization and call 303-730-6807.  Mention you’d be 
interested in volunteering. 

 
When calling sport coordinators, board members, or coaches directly, please be considerate of their time.  These 
are volunteers who deserve your respect during their family time.  Do not call at a time that you would consider 
inappropriate for someone to call you. 

 
Football Information 
 
All Panthers football applicants must submit a copy of his or her birth certificate with the registration form even if 
you have previously played with the Panthers.  This will help your AYL football Delegate and Panthers coordinators 
expedite the forming and organization of our teams. Placement on a team is at the sole discretion of the football 
coordinator. 
 
The 2008 football season will start with conditioning practices on August 1, 2008. This will be limited to  4 coach-
player contacts a week up and including the first week of games. After the first weeks games you can have 2 full 
contact practices a week and 1 chalk talk in a class room environment no pads, equipment or on field coaching.  A 
game counts as a player coach contact. A player coach contact is defined as 3 or more players and a coach 
participating together in a form of instruction or practice. 
DO NOT VIOLATE THESE PLAYER-COACH CONTACT PRACTICE RULES AS THE TEAM AND COACH 
COULD AND WILL BE SUSPENDED. 
 
Returning football players will be given first priority on prior teams and player jersey numbers. Uniforms can be 
purchased at Proformance, 303-794-8169 and Sports Authority. County Line and Quebec. Some teams will also 
be wearing Black jerseys for away games this year, do to the limited number of colors available. Do not 
purchase jerseys until you have been given the final details from your coach. 
 
The placement of all players on teams is based on age (not school grade).  The AYL has changed the Birth 
date requirements to JULY 1

st
 as the cut off date for placing players on teams.  Players born on or before 

June 31
st

 will be placed on the “older” age team while players born on or after July 1
st

 will be placed on the 
“younger” age team.  A player may play down an age 
Group based sole on a player’s weight. Players are allowed to play up one age group.

The Panthers territory is basically from Belleview on the North, to County Line Road on the South, Holly on the 
East, to Broadway on the West, and includes all schools and / or home addresses within this area.  Also, Yale on 
the North, to County Line Road on the South, and Santa Fe on the East, to Kipling on the West, and includes all 
schools and / or home addresses within this area.   There are exceptions for an out-of-territory player being 
rostered with the Panthers.
